Nobel preforred not to be remembered as the inventor of dynamite, % in
1895 just two woeks before his death, be created a fand to be used for
awarding prizes to people who had made worthwhile contributions to
humanity. Originally, there were five awards: literature, physics,
chemistry, medicine, and peace. Economics was added in 1968, just sixty
sevon years after the first awards ceremony.

31,25,000.

The energy transmitted from one body to another in the form of rays or
radiations is called radiant encrgy. Cosmic rays, gamma rays, X-rays,
ultra-violet rays, visiblo rays, infrared rays, radio waves, and heat arc
examples of radiant energy.

Frequency is defined as the number of waves or cycles that pass through
a given point in one second. It is denoted by the Greek letter nulvl
velocity is the distance traveled by a wave in one second, It is denoted by
the letter . Wave number is the reciprocal of wavelength and is defined
a3 the number of waves per centimeter. Finally, amplitude is the height
of erest or trough of a wave.

Civilization, culture, progress dopond on_education. Education io
provided by the government: 1t is also provided by private trusts and
agencies. We can broadly categorize education into two lovels: School
cducation and education beyond school. School education can be
subdivided into three categorios: Elementary, secondary and higher
Sccondary. This is where basic knowledge is provided in different
disciplines like languages, maths, scionce, history, geography, sports is
alao an integral part o this education.

Education beyond schol oceurs at four different levels: Graduste (B.A,
B.Sc), PG (M.A, M.Sc), MPhil, Ph.D and Diploma. A student who gocs
through the first three stages gets a basic degree, a PG degroe, an
additional rescarch degree M.Phil or PhD. A student can go straight to
Dolylochnics and receive diplomas or he can obtain PG diplomas in
Specialized areas. A variety of courses are offered under the various
degree lovels. These courses can cover several disciplines: arta, science,
Law and professional. Under the last category come medical, paramedical,
veterinary, agriculture, engineering and business-related progeammes.
