Recent discoveries made by
the Mars Global Surveyoi" spacecraft and gleaned
from Martian meteorites have changed that opinion.
The new i)icture of a ‘youthful Mars' not only
confirms * that geological activity ~ oceurred
abundantly in the first two thirds of Mars's history,
but also-that it has continued until comparatively
vecently, and probably persists up to the present
day. These findings will have a dramatic effect on
the human “exploration of Mars, and the quest o
learn whether life ever existed there.

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Stevenson’s Calvinistic background led
him to inquire more deeply into the
question of predestination and the power
of evil, as, for example, in Dr Jekyll and
Mr. Hyde, the classic tale of dual
personalities.

The son of a prosperous civil engineer, he
chose to study law rather than to follow
the family profession.

Robert Louis Stevenson was born in
Edinburgh in 1850.

Stevenson's relations with his parents
were far from cordial, due to his intense
dislike of the Presbyterian respectability
of the professional classes.

The Scottish climate, however, did
nothing to help his delicate condition,
aud after long periods abroad, he finally
settled in Samoa.

When he was still a young man, he

‘contracted a respiratory disease which

was to plague him for the rest of his life.

Stevenson is just as well-known for his
adventure stories, the most famous being
Treasure Island. (1883).
